Original Composition 
 

With or without words 
 

Not to exceed 5 minutes 
 

CD plus a copy 
must be submitted 

 

CD must be 
in plastic or cardboard container,  
then placed with copy of musical 

 score in 10" x 13" manila envelope 
 

Full information must be written on 
  CD and container.

Printmaking, Drawings 
Paintings, Collage, Metal etching,

Mount artwork on a sturdy 
backing (i.e. foam-core)

Color or Black and White 
 

Single Prints or Collage 
 

Print, retouched collage, 
photogram, montage, sandwich, 

multiple exposures 
 

No larger than 11" x 14" 
 

No frames 
 

No 3-D entries 
 

No slides or transparencies 
 

REQUIRED STATEMENTS!
