
 
WORD MASTERSTM CHALLENGE 

An Academic After-School Activity 
 

Word Masters typically begins in November and is completed in late April.  There are 3 

sessions.  It is a national competition for students which encourages growth in vocabulary 

and verbal reasoning.     

 

Over the year, there are 13 – 15 class meetings total.  The students meet 3-4 times per set 

of words to work on the words and analogies.  The competition consists of a written 

analogy test where the top 10 scores are tallied and submitted to the National Word 

Masters Challenge.   

 

Meeting Schedules and Locations 

The meetings are held after school at time and location determined by the coach.   While 

all attempts are made to meet everyone’s schedule – the time and location are at coach’s 

discretion.   Your coach will inform you of the exact schedule for your grade.

WINTER COMPETTION:   Late January – February 2012
